Year after year the people of Ethiopia endure draught, famine, disease, severe poverty, 
governmental and religious oppression, terrorism and the list goes on and on top of it all, 
now the Covid-19 Pandemic. Yet, through it all, more and more of them continue to 
personify the words and spirit of Habakkuk 3:17-18 above. Large and still growing 
numbers of lost souls including unprecedented numbers of Muslims are surrendering their 
lives to Jesus daily. More and more disciples require more and more well trained pastors, 
church planters and movement leaders of all types. 
 
The Master’s Mission International Ministry, that you have so faithfully partnered with me 
in, mimics Jesus’ and the early church’s life on life disciple making lifestyle expressed in 
the Gospels and the Book of Acts. It is based strictly on expositional, discovery type Bible 
study in a mentored learning community. We focus on discovering the “Master’s Plan” for 
identifying, equipping and releasing indigenous leaders who will empower and multiply a 
disciple making movement that will expand the Kingdom of God and ultimately glorify the 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

Through all the heartache the church in Ethiopia grows 
vibrantly and is in need of much leadership training and support. So, in a giant step of 
faith, our partner Samson Welde Mariam from Ethiopia and I have committed to bring 
training, encouragement and prayer support from November 13th through December 5th to 
200 leaders over 5 different locations, 4 of which are new regions of development. This, 
because of the Holy Spirit’s blessing and the efforts of previously trained leaders to make 
disciples, plant churches and pass on the training they have received and exponentially 
multiply the Disciple Making Movement in Ethiopia. Proof positive, The Master’s Plan for 
Discipleship Multiplication is at work! 
 
As our efforts to serve in 2021 have tripled, so has our budget. In 2019, through your 
generosity and by His grace, God met our financial needs of $6,000 USD.  So, in 2021 we 
continue to trust that our God who continues to redeem and transform lives in Ethiopia will 
provide the needed $16,000 for us to serve and support them.

• The Lord’s guidance and blessing in our 2021 missionary efforts to Africa     
• The Lord multiply radical life transformation through our partnerships.
